6.4 Return, O LORD, deliver my soul: oh save

me for thy mercies' sake.

Psalm 7
71O LORD my God, in thee do I put my trust:

save me from all them that persecute me, and
deliver me:

72 Lest he tear my soul like a lion, rending it in
pieces, while there is none to deliver.

73 O LORD my God, If I have done this; if
there be iniquity in my hands;

7.4 If I have rewarded evil unto him that was at
peace with me; (yea, I have delivered him that
without cause is mine enemy:)

75 Let the enemy persecute my soul, and take it;
yea, let him tread down my life upon the earth,
and lay mine honour in the dust. Selah.
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76 Arise, O LORD, in thine anger, lift up
thyself because of the rage of mine enemies: and
awake for me to the judgment that thou hast
commanded.

77 So shall the congregation of the people
compass thee about: for their sakes therefore
return thou on high.

the avenger.

thy fingers, the moon and the stars, which thou
hast ordained;

106 He hath said in his heart, I shall not be

moved: for I shall never be in adversity.

107 His mouth is full of cursing and deceit and
fraud: under his tongue is mischief and vanity.

10s He sitteth in the lurking places of the
villages: in the secret places doth he murder the
innocent: his eyes are privily set against the
poor.

100 He lieth in wait secretly as a lion in his den:
he lieth in wait to catch the poor: he doth catch
the poor, when he draweth him into his net.

1010 He croucheth, and humbleth himself, that
the poor may fall by his strong ones.

1011 He hath said in his heart, God hath
forgotten: he hideth his face; he will never see
1t.

w0:12 Arise, O LORD; O God, lift up thine hand:
forget not the humble.

1013 Wherefore doth the wicked contemn God?
he hath said in his heart, Thou wilt not require
1t.

1014 Thou hast seen it; for thou beholdest
mischief and spite, to requite it with thy hand:
the poor committeth himself unto thee; thou

art the helper of the fatherless.

1015 Break thou the arm of the wicked and the
evil man: seek out his wickedness till thou find
none.

1016 The LORD is King for ever and ever: the
heathen are perished out of his land.

1017 LORD, thou hast heard the desire of the
humble: thou wilt prepare their heart, thou wilt
cause thine ear to hear:

114 The LORD is in his holy temple, the
LORD's throne is in heaven: his eyes behold,
his eyelids try, the children of men.

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11:6 Upon the wicked he shall rain snares, fire
and brimstone, and an horrible tempest: this
shall be the portion of their cup.

117 For the righteous LORD loveth
righteousness; his countenance doth behold the

upright.

Psalm 12

121 Help, LORD; for the godly man ceaseth; for
the faithful fail from among the children of

men.

122 They speak vanity every one with his
neighbour: with flattering lips and with a
double heart do they speak.

122 The LORD shall cut off all flattering lips,
and the tongue that speaketh proud things:

124 Who have said, With our tongue will we

prevail; our lips are our own: who is lord over

125 For the oppression of the poor, for the

sighing of the needy, now will I arise, saith the
LORD; I will set him in safety from him that
puffeth at him.

13:3 Consider and hear me, O LORD my God:
lighten mine eyes, lest I sleep the sleep of
death;

13:4 Lest mine enemy say, I have prevailed
against him; and those that trouble me rejoice
when [ am moved.

135 But I have trusted in thy mercy; my heart
shall rejoice in thy salvation.

136 | will sing unto the LORD, because he hath
dealt bountifully with me.

Psalm 14

121 The fool hath said in his heart, There is no
God. They are corrupt, they have done
abominable works, there is none that doeth

good.
122 The LORD looked down from heaven upon

the children of men, to see if there were any

that did understand, and seek God.

143 They are all gone aside, they are all together
become filthy: there is none that doeth good,
no, not one.
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124 Have all the workers of iniquity no

knowledge? who eat up my people as they eat
bread, and call not upon the LORD.

145 There were they in great fear: for God is in
the generation of the righteous.

146 Ye have shamed the counsel of the poor,

because the LORD is his refuge.

147 Oh that the salvation of Israel were come
out of Zion! when the LORD bringeth back the
captivity of his people, Jacob shall rejoice, and
Israel shall be glad.

1s:1 Lord, who shall abide in thy tabernacle? who
shall dwell in thy holy hill?

152 He that walketh uprightly, and worketh
righteousness, and speaketh the truth in his
heart.

1s:3 He that backbiteth not with his tongue, nor
doeth evil to his neighbour, nor taketh up a
reproach against his neighbour.

154 In whose eyes a vile person is contemned;
but he honoureth them that fear the LORD.
He that sweareth to his own hurt, and changeth
not.

1s:5 He that putteth not out his money to usury,
nor taketh reward against the innocent. He that
doeth these things shall never be moved.

179 From the wicked that oppress me, from my
deadly enemies, who compass me about.
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1710 They are inclosed in their own fat: with

their mouth they speak proudly.

1711 They have now compassed us in our steps:
they have set their eyes bowing down to the
earth;

1712 Like as a lion that is greedy of his prey, and

as it were a young lion lurking in secret places.

1713 Arise, O LORD, disappoint him, cast him
down: deliver my soul from the wicked, which
is thy sword:

1714 From men which are thy hand, O LORD,
from men of the world, which have their
portion in this life, and whose belly thou fillest
with thy hid treasure: they are full of children,

and leave the rest of their substance to their

babes.
1715 As for me, I will behold thy face in

righteousness: I shall be satisfied, when I awake,

with thy likeness.

Psalm 18
181 | will love thee, O LORD, my strength.
182 The LORD is my rock, and my fortress, and

my deliverer; my God, my strength, in whom I
will trust; my buckler, and the horn of my
salvation, and my high tower.

18:3 [ will call upon the LORD, who is worthy to
be praised: so shall I be saved from mine
enemies.

18:4 The sorrows of death compassed me, and the
floods of ungodly men made me afraid.
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185 The sorrows of hell compassed me about:
the snares of death prevented me.

186 In my distress I called upon the LORD, and
cried unto my God: he heard my voice out of
his temple, and my cry came before him, even
into his ears.

187 Then the earth shook and trembled; the
foundations also of the hills moved and were
shaken, because he was wroth.

18:8 There went up a smoke out of his nostrils,
and fire out of his mouth devoured: coals were

kindled by it.

18:9 He bowed the heavens also, and came down:
and darkness was under his feet.

18:10 And he rode upon a cherub, and did fly:
yea, he did fly upon the wings of the wind.

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1815 Then the channels of waters were seen, and
the foundations of the world were discovered at

thy rebuke, O LORD, at the blast of the breath
of thy nostrils.

1816 He sent from above, he took me, he drew
me out of many waters.

1817 He delivered me from my strong enemy,
and from them which hated me: for they were
too strong for me.

18:18 They prevented me in the day of my
calamity: but the LORD was my stay.

18:10 He brought me forth also into a large place;
he delivered me, because he delighted in me.

1820 The LORD rewarded me according to my
righteousness; according to the cleanness of my
hands hath he recompensed me.

1821 For I have kept the ways of the LORD, and
have not wickedly departed from my God.

122 For all his judgments were before me, and I
did not put away his statutes from me.

1823 | was also upright before him, and I kept
myself from mine iniquity.

1824 Therefore hath the LORD recompensed me
according to my righteousness, according to the
cleanness of my hands in his eyesight.

1825 With the merciful thou wilt shew thyself
merciful; with an upright man thou wilt shew

thyself upright;

1826 With the pure thou wilt shew thyself pure;
and with the froward thou wilt shew thyself
froward.

1827 For thou wilt save the afflicted people; but
wilt bring down high looks.

128 For thou wilt light my candle: the LORD
my God will enlighten my darkness.

1820 For by thee I have run through a troop; and
by my God have I leaped over a wall.

18:37 | have pursued mine enemies, and
overtaken them: neither did I turn again till
they were consumed.

18:30 For thou hast girded me with strength unto
the battle: thou hast subdued under me those
that rose up against me.
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1840 Thou hast also given me the necks of mine
enemies; that I might destroy them that hate
me.

18:41 They cried, but there was none to save
them: even unto the LORD, but he answered
them not.

18:42 Then did I beat them small as the dust
before the wind: I did cast them out as the dirt
in the streets.

1843 Thou hast delivered me from the strivings
of the people; and thou hast made me the head
of the heathen: a people whom I have not
known shall serve me.

18:44 As soon as they hear of me, they shall obey
me: the strangers shall submit themselves unto
me.

1845 The strangers shall fade away, and be afraid

out of their close places.

1846 The LORD liveth; and blessed be my rock;
and let the God of my salvation be exalted.

18:47 It is God that avengeth me, and subdueth
the people under me.

1848 He delivereth me from mine enemies: yea,
thou liftest me up above those that rise up
against me: thou hast delivered me from the
violent man.

1840 Therefore will I give thanks unto thee, O
LORD, among the heathen, and sing praises

unto thy name.
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1850 Great deliverance giveth he to his king; and
sheweth mercy to his anointed, to David, and
to his seed for evermore.

Psalm 19

191 The heavens declare the glory of God; and
the firmament sheweth his handywork.

192 Day unto day uttereth speech, and night
unto night sheweth knowledge.

193 There is no speech nor language, where their
voice is not heard.

194 Their line is gone out through all the earth,
and their words to the end of the world. In
them hath he set a tabernacle for the sun,

195 Which is as a bridegroom coming out of his
chamber, and rejoiceth as a strong man to run a
race.

196 His going forth is from the end of the
heaven, and his circuit unto the ends of it: and
there is nothing hid from the heat thereof.

197 The law of the LORD is perfect, converting
the soul: the testimony of the LORD is sure,
making wise the simple.

198 The statutes of the LORD are right,
rejoicing the heart: the commandment of the

LORD is pure, enlightening the eyes.

190 The fear of the LORD is clean, enduring for
ever: the judgments of the LORD are true and
righteous altogether.
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19:10 More to be desired are they than gold, yea,
than much fine gold: sweeter also than honey
and the honeycomb.

1911 Moreover by them is thy servant warned:
and in keeping of them there is great reward.

1012 Who can understand his errors? cleanse
thou me from secret faults.

1913 Keep back thy servant also from
presumptuous sins; let them not have dominion
over me: then shall I be upright, and I shall be

innocent from the great transgression.

1914 Let the words of my mouth, and the
meditation of my heart, be acceptable in thy
sight, O LORD, my strength, and my redeemer.

Psalm 20

201 The LORD hear thee in the day of trouble;
the name of the God of Jacob defend thee;

202 Send thee help from the sanctuary, and
strengthen thee out of Zion;

203 Remember all thy offerings, and accept thy

burnt sacrifice; Selah.

204 Grant thee according to thine own heart,

and fulfil all thy counsel.

205 We will rejoice in thy salvation, and in the
name of our God we will set up our banners:

the LORD fulfil all thy petitions.
206 Now know I that the LORD saveth his

whom thou hast wounded.

6927 Add iniquity unto their iniquity: and let
them not come into thy righteousness.

s9:28 Let them be blotted out of the book of the

living, and not be written with the righteous.

6920 But I am poor and sorrowful: let thy
salvation, O God, set me up on high.

69:30 | will praise the name of God with a song,
and will magnify him with thanksgiving.

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7124 My tongue also shall talk of thy
righteousness all the day long: for they are
confounded, for they are brought unto shame,
that seek my hurt.

and chastened every morning.

7315 If I say, I will speak thus; behold, I should
offend against the generation of thy children.
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7316 When I thought to know this, it was too
painful for me;

73:17 Until I went into the sanctuary of God;
then understood I their end.

7318 Surely thou didst set them in slippery
places: thou castedst them down into
destruction.

73:10 How are they brought into desolation, as in
a moment! they are utterly consumed with
terrors.

7320 As a dream when one awaketh; so, O Lord,
when thou awakest, thou shalt despise their
image.

7321 Thus my heart was grieved, and I was

pricked in my reins.

7322 So foolish was I, and ignorant: I was as a
beast before thee.

7323 Nevertheless | am continually with thee:

thou hast holden me by my right hand.

7324 Thou shalt guide me with thy counsel, and
afterward receive me to glory.

7325 Whom have I in heaven but thee? and there
is none upon earth that I desire beside thee.

73:26 My flesh and my heart faileth: but God is
the strength of my heart, and my portion for
ever.

7327 For, lo, they that are far from thee shall
perish: thou hast destroyed all them that go a
whoring from thee.
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7328 But it is good for me to draw near to God: I
have put my trust in the Lord GOD, that I may
declare all thy works.

Psalm 74

721 O God, why hast thou cast us off for ever?
why doth thine anger smoke against the sheep
of thy pasture?

722 Remember thy congregation, which thou
hast purchased of old; the rod of thine
inheritance, which thou hast redeemed; this
mount Zion, wherein thou hast dwelt.

743 Lift up thy feet unto the perpetual
desolations; even all that the enemy hath done
wickedly in the sanctuary.

720 We see not our signs: there is no more any
prophet: neither is there among us any that
knoweth how long.
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7210 O God, how long shall the adversary
reproach? shall the enemy blaspheme thy name
for ever?

7211 Why withdrawest thou thy hand, even thy
right hand? pluck it out of thy bosom.

7212 For God is my King of old, working

salvation in the midst of the earth.

7213 Thou didst divide the sea by thy strength:
thou brakest the heads of the dragons in the

waters.

7212 Thou brakest the heads of leviathan in
pieces, and gavest him to be meat to the people
inhabiting the wilderness.

7415 Thou didst cleave the fountain and the
flood: thou driedst up mighty rivers.

7216 The day is thine, the night also is thine:
thou hast prepared the light and the sun.

7217 Thou hast set all the borders of the earth:
thou hast made summer and winter.

7218 Remember this, that the enemy hath
reproached, O LORD, and that the foolish
people have blasphemed thy name.

7210 O deliver not the soul of thy turtledove
unto the multitude of the wicked: forget not
the congregation of thy poor for ever.

7220 Have respect unto the covenant: for the
dark places of the earth are full of the

habitations of cruelty.

7221 O let not the oppressed return ashamed: let
the poor and needy praise thy name.
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7222 Arise, O God, plead thine own cause:
remember how the foolish man reproacheth

thee daily.

7223 Forget not the voice of thine enemies: the
tumult of those that rise up against thee
increaseth continually.

Psalm 75

751 Unto thee, O God, do we give thanks, unto
thee do we give thanks: for that thy name is
near thy wondrous works declare.

752 When I shall receive the congregation I will

judge uprightly.

753 The earth and all the inhabitants thereof are
dissolved: I bear up the pillars of it. Selah.

7s:4 | said unto the fools, Deal not foolishly: and
to the wicked, Lift not up the horn:

7s:5 Lift not up your horn on high: speak not
with a stiff neck.

76 For promotion cometh neither from the
east, nor from the west, nor from the south.

757 But God is the judge: he putteth down one,
and setteth up another.

7.3 For in the hand of the LORD there is a cup,

7710 And I said, This is my infirmity: but I will
remember the years of the right hand of the
most High.

7711 I will remember the works of the LORD:

surely I will remember thy wonders of old.
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77.12 | will meditate also of all thy work, and talk
of thy doings.

7713 Thy way, O God, is in the sanctuary: who is
so great a God as our God?

7714 Thou art the God that doest wonders: thou
hast declared thy strength among the people.

7715 Thou hast with thine arm redeemed thy
people, the sons of Jacob and Joseph. Selah.

7716 L he waters saw thee, O God, the waters saw

thee; they were afraid: the depths also were
troubled.

7717 The clouds poured out water: the skies sent
out a sound: thine arrows also went abroad.

7718 The voice of thy thunder was in the heaven:
the lightnings lightened the world: the earth
trembled and shook.

7710 Thy way is in the sea, and thy path in the

great waters, and thy footsteps are not known.

7720 Thou leddest thy people like a flock by the
hand of Moses and Aaron.

Psalm 78

781 Give ear, O my people, to my law: incline
your ears to the words of my mouth.

782 | will open my mouth in a parable: I will
utter dark sayings of old:

783 Which we have heard and known, and our
fathers have told us.
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7.4 We will not hide them from their children,
shewing to the generation to come the praises
of the LORD, and his strength, and his
wonderful works that he hath done.

78:5 For he established a testimony in Jacob, and
appointed a law in Israel, which he commanded
our fathers, that they should make them known
to their children:

7 T hat the generation to come might know
them, even the children which should be born;
who should arise and declare them to their

children:

787 That they might set their hope in God, and
not forget the works of God, but keep his

commandments:

7e:2 And might not be as their fathers, a
stubborn and rebellious generation; a
generation that set not their heart aright, and
whose spirit was not stedfast with God.

7.0 The children of Ephraim, being armed, and
carrying bows, turned back in the day of battle.

7:10 They kept not the covenant of God, and
refused to walk in his law;

76:11 And forgat his works, and his wonders that
he had shewed them.

7:12 Marvellous things did he in the sight of
their fathers, in the land of Egypt, in the field

of Zoan.

7813 He divided the sea, and caused them to pass
through; and he made the waters to stand as an

heap.
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78:14 In the daytime also he led them with a
cloud, and all the night with a light of fire.

7815 He clave the rocks in the wilderness, and
gave them drink as out of the great depths.

78:16 He brought streams also out of the rock,
and caused waters to run down like rivers.

7:17 And they sinned yet more against him by
provoking the most High in the wilderness.

78:18 And they tempted God in their heart by

asking meat for their lust.

78:10 Yea, they spake against God; they said, Can
God furnish a table in the wilderness?

7820 Behold, he smote the rock, that the waters
gushed out, and the streams overflowed; can he
give bread also? can he provide flesh for his
people?

7821 Therefore the LORD heard this, and was

wroth: so a fire was kindled against Jacob, and
anger also came up against Israel;

7822 Because they believed not in God, and
trusted not in his salvation:

7823 Though he had commanded the clouds

from above, and opened the doors of heaven,

7824 And had rained down manna upon them to
eat, and had given them of the corn of heaven.

725 Man did eat angels' food: he sent them
meat to the full.

7826 He caused an east wind to blow in the
heaven: and by his power he brought in the

south wind.

7827 He rained flesh also upon them as dust, and
feathered fowls like as the sand of the sea:

7828 And he let it fall in the midst of their camp,
round about their habitations.

78:20 So they did eat, and were well filled: for he

gave them their own desire;

78:30 They were not estranged from their lust.
But while their meat was yet in their mouths,

78:31 Lhe wrath of God came upon them, and
slew the fattest of them, and smote down the
chosen men of Israel.

78:32 For all this they sinned still, and believed
not for his wondrous works.

78:33 L herefore their days did he consume in
vanity, and their years in trouble.

7:3¢ When he slew them, then they sought him:
and they returned and enquired early after God.

78:35 And they remembered that God was their
rock, and the high God their redeemer.

78:36 Nevertheless they did flatter him with their
mouth, and they lied unto him with their
tongues.

78:37 For their heart was not right with him,
neither were they stedfast in his covenant.

7s:38 But he, being full of compassion, forgave
their iniquity, and destroyed them not: yea,
many a time turned he his anger away, and did
not stir up all his wrath.
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78:39 For he remembered that they were but
flesh; a wind that passeth away, and cometh not
again.

78:40 How oft did they provoke him in the

wilderness, and grieve him in the desert!

78:41 Yea, they turned back and tempted God,
and limited the Holy One of Israel.

78:42 They remembered not his hand, nor the day
when he delivered them from the enemy.

7843 How he had wrought his signs in Egypt,
and his wonders in the field of Zoan.

7842 And had turned their rivers into blood; and
their floods, that they could not drink.

78:45 He sent divers sorts of flies among them,
which devoured them; and frogs, which
destroyed them.

7846 He gave also their increase unto the
caterpiller, and their labour unto the locust.

78:47 He destroyed their vines with hail, and
their sycomore trees with frost.

7848 He gave up their cattle also to the hail, and
their flocks to hot thunderbolts.

78:49 He cast upon them the fierceness of his
anger, wrath, and indignation, and trouble, by
sending evil angels among them.

750 He made a way to his anger; he spared not
their soul from death, but gave their life over to
the pestilence;
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7851 And smote all the firstborn in Egypt; the
chief of their strength in the tabernacles of
Ham:

752 But made his own people to go forth like

sheep, and guided them in the wilderness like a
flock.

78:53 And he led them on safely, so that they
feared not: but the sea overwhelmed their
enemies.

7854 And he brought them to the border of his
sanctuary, even to this mountain, which his

right hand had purchased.

7855 He cast out the heathen also before them,
and divided them an inheritance by line, and
made the tribes of Israel to dwell in their tents.

7856 Yet they tempted and provoked the most
high God, and kept not his testimonies:

78:57 But turned back, and dealt unfaichfully like
their fathers: they were turned aside like a
deceitful bow.

78:58 For they provoked him to anger with their
high places, and moved him to jealousy with
their graven images.

7859 When God heard this, he was wroth, and
greatly abhorred Israel:

7860 So that he forsook the tabernacle of Shiloh,
the tent which he placed among men;

7.1 And delivered his strength into captivity,
and his glory into the enemy's hand.

7.2 He gave his people over also unto the
sword; and was wroth with his inheritance.
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7863 T he fire consumed their young men; and
their maidens were not given to marriage.

7.4 Their priests fell by the sword; and their

widows made no lamentation.

7365 1 hen the LORD awaked as one out of
sleep, and like a mighty man that shouteth by

reason of wine.

7866 And he smote his enemies in the hinder
parts: he put them to a perpetual reproach.

78:67 Moreover he refused the tabernacle of

Joseph, and chose not the tribe of Ephraim:

7368 But chose the tribe of Judah, the mount
Zion which he loved.

7.0 And he built his sanctuary like high palaces,
like the earth which he hath established for

cver.

7870 He chose David also his servant, and took

him from the sheepfolds:

7871 From following the ewes great with young
he brought him to feed Jacob his people, and

Israel his inheritance.

7872 So he fed them according to the integrity of
his heart; and guided them by the skilfulness of
his hands.

Psalm 79

791 O god, the heathen are come into thine
inheritance; thy holy temple have they defiled;

they have laid Jerusalem on heaps.
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792 The dead bodies of thy servants have they
given to be meat unto the fowls of the heaven,
the flesh of thy saints unto the beasts of the
earth.

79:3 Their blood have they shed like water round
about Jerusalem; and there was none to bury
them.

79:4 We are become a reproach to our
neighbours, a scorn and derision to them that
are round about us.

795 How long, LORD? wilt thou be angry for
ever? shall thy jealousy burn like fire?

796 Pour out thy wrath upon the heathen that
have not known thee, and upon the kingdoms
that have not called upon thy name.

797 For they have devoured Jacob, and laid

waste his dwelling place.

796 O remember not against us former
iniquities: let thy tender mercies speedily
prevent us: for we are brought very low.

790 Help us, O God of our salvation, for the
glory of thy name: and deliver us, and purge
away our sins, for thy name's sake.

79:10 Wherefore should the heathen say, Where is
their God? let him be known among the
heathen in our sight by the revenging of the
blood of thy servants which is shed.

7911 Let the sighing of the prisoner come before
thee; according to the greatness of thy power
preserve thou those that are appointed to die;
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79:12 And render unto our neighbours sevenfold
into their bosom their reproach, wherewith they

106:26 1 herefore he lifted up his hand against

them, to overthrow them in the wilderness:

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106:20 Thus they provoked him to anger with
their inventions: and the plague brake in upon
them.
